6. Al points o friction in the key
mechanism should be oiled every
month or so with Selmer Key Ol
Use sparingly, as too much oil
collects dust and dirt, After ofling,
work Ihe key and wipe off excess
ail.

% 7. Use a small camels hair brush to remove dust and fint
in mouthpipe with pipe cleaner or %

4. Keep mouthpiece clean and
sanitary by washing in lukewarm
water and castile soap. Wipe dry
with soft cloth. Never use hot
water on a hard rubber mouth-
piece.
